•               Public is address about prevention of common oral diseases, deleterious dental habits and

maintenance of good oral hygiene, reaching oral health care solutions to unreached population, infusing

experiential learning among students through community dental health programmes.

For satellite centres (  N-5, CIDCO and Ajeet Seeds Ltd.)established by the institution ,  have sufficient

provision to furnish diagnosis and treatment for oral diseases.
